But now it’s time to
meet the bad guys! The Town Monk and his henchman
Young Monk.

BUD. Watch out!
DOUG. (Stage directions.) Scene Three:
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MONK (BUD). You see what happens when you try to learn
to read, Young Monk?!

(The cat springs back into MONK’s hands. He
pets it.)

Now let’s try this again. What are you doing over there
by that Bible?

YOUNG MONK (DOUG). Nothing.
MONK (BUD). (Petting the cat.) That’s right.

As long as I'm the Monk, no one in this town is going
to learn to read. That way, the Bible says whatever
I says it says. Unless, of course,
